Bericht des Programmkommittees fir die Berliner Tagung

Berlin 2007 will be a truly global event:

People from 79 countries responded to the call

The Berlin conference, to be held at Humboldt University from July 25-28, will be a truly
global event. It has generated excitement all over the world. The response to the call for
participation has been nothing short of astounding. This will be the largest, and we hope the

best, joint LSA-RCSL annual meeting ever.

We have received submissions from 2776 people from 79 countries. Many submissions
reflect the conference theme: Law and Society in the 21st Century: Transformations,
Resistances, Futures. Over 600 sessions have been scheduled, and there will be panels,

roundtables and book sessions on every socio-legal studies topic imaginable.

Judge Brun Otto Bryde of the German Constitutional Court organized a special plenary
session on The Globalization of Constitutional Law. The Program Committee organized 16
Featured Sessions on such theme-related topics such as Gender and Violence,
Transnational Legal Orders, Racism in the 21st Century, Transitional Justice: Memory and
Reconciliation, Torture and the Security State, and Counter-hegemonic Globalization.
Thanks in part to generous gifts from many members of LSA, we have been able to provide
support to make it possible for distinguished speakers from Eastern Europe and the Global
South to participate in these sessions. In addition, two special Presidential Panels were
created. Chaired by LSA President Malcolm Feeley and former RCSL President Lawrence

Friedman, these panels will explore current issues in the empirical study of law.

The range of topics in the program is matched by the diversity of the submitters. About two
thirds are from North America and the European Union while 476 come from Africa, Asia and
Latin America. The response from the Global South is particularly gratifying: we received 67

submissions from Brazil, 31 from South Africa, 35 from India, and 31 from China.

Special networks and standing bodies will play a major role at Berlin. The Program on
International Research Collaboration (PIRC), led by Sally Merry, organized 20 International
Research Collaboratives (IRCs) to deal with specific topics. These groups met prior to Berlin
and will present developed papers at the conference. PIRC secured a major grant from NSF
to allow scholars from the Global South and Eastern Europe to join the IRCs and participate

at Berlin.



Standing bodies from LSA and RCSL have also been active. LSA Collaborative Research
Networks organized 89 sessions and RCSL Working Groups organized 23. These sessions,
plus business meetings that many of these groups will hold, offer a venue for people to meet

others from around the world with similar interests.

Graduate students entering the field will have a chance to see what is occurring throughout
the world and meet senior scholars and fellow-students from many, many countries. An
international committee, chaired by Jon Goldberg-Hiller, prepared a number of special
sessions and events for graduate students. LSA, RCSL and all the co-sponsoring
associations, plus the International Institute for the Sociology of Law at Onati, provided travel

grants to facilitate graduate student participation.

The success of the meeting has been helped immeasurably by the work of the co-sponsoring
associations. In addition to LSA and RCSL, the Japanese Association for the Sociology of
Law, The UK Socio-Legal Studies Association, the Vereinigung fir Rechtssoziologie, and the
Sociology of Law Section of the German Sociological Association all worked hard to promote
the meeting, encourage participation, and support travel by graduate students. As a result,
we received submissions from 75 people from Japan, 310 from the UK, and 230 people from

Germany.

We think that this meeting will mark a turning point in the history of socio-legal studies
worldwide. We were amazed and gratified to learn that so many people in so many countries
want to be a part of our field. It shows that there is a real demand among socio-legal scholars
for communication and collaboration across national borders. We hope the conference will

serve as the launching pad for a new era of international cooperation.
